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Conservation Commission News  

May 2013 

The Conservation Commission is assisting the Planning Board as it updates the 2002 Master Plan by incorporating some 

of its recent researches into the Natural Resource chapter. By statute, a function of a CC is to conduct studies to docu-

ment “the proper utilization and protection of the natural resources and for the protection of watershed resources of 

said city or town.” (RSA 36-A:2) With that as a goal, the CC completed a Natural Resources Inventory in 2007 and iden-

tified and inventoried some of the most significant wetlands in Town in 2009.  

 

In the coming months, the CC will be looking for your input into where wildlife is being spotted in Town. We will be fine 

tuning the published WAP map of Belmont as we ground truth the various predicted habitats. For instance, while the 

WAP predicts areas of likely Pine Barren habitat at the Tioga River Wildlife and Conservation Area and along the east-

ern shore of Lake Winnisquam, we are confident that is not true and we will be reporting that to NH Fish and Game to 

be included in the next refinement of the maps. Look for maps at Town Hall, the Corner Meeting House and online in 

the coming weeks to help us map where wildlife is located. 

 

 
 

The three dominant habitats in Belmont are Hemlock-hardwood-pine, Grasslands and Floodplain Forest – click on each 

to get a detailed description of each habitat type and the animals found in them.
